Your flag/banner will be judged on colorful creativity, weight, 

stability and portability.  Prize will be given for the winner flag/banner.

1. Must be a flat flag/banner that can be rolled store easily

2. Should not weight more than 2.5 lbs

3. Mounted on your 6 to 8 foot pole

4. Must use only recycled materials

5. Must be bright and creative.

6. Max size suggested round or square 36 inch x 48 inch

7. Troops or dens name and number must be clearly visible on flag/banner

Hint:  This could be a good group activity for a scout meeting prior to the event.   A easy way to get started is to let every member submit a drawing of what your flag/banner should look like, Either in color or black and white…and then combine these ideas to make one big flag for the group.
